· Lost Egypt was produced by COSI in cooperation with the Science Museum Exhibit Collaborative, and is being designed and built by the Science Museum of Minnesota.  

· The exhibit is a 6,000 sq. ft. traveling exhibit 

· The target audience is families, especially those with children ages 9-13 and adults. 

· Educational goals include learning about archaeology and real archaeologists, utilizing the scientific process, connecting past cultures to their own lives, exploring the role of technology in archaeology, exploring how material remains contribute to our scientific understanding, and discovering careers in science. 
· Egyptian funerary, cultural and daily life artifacts are on loan from the Brooklyn Museum. The mummy and coffin are on loan from The Academy of Natural Sciences in Philadelphia. 

· The exhibit blends interactive exhibits, unique photography and real Egyptian artifacts to engage visitors in learning how modern archaeologists use science and technology to uncover and understand the people and culture of ancient Egypt. 

· Lost Egypt will feature the first ever life-sized rapid prototype sculpture of a human mummy in a stage of unwrapping. 
· There are four themed areas: Orientation Entrance, Field Site, Ancient Egyptian Culture and Laboratory. Lost Egypt includes 44 graphic panels, 2 computer interactives, 7 videos, 15 physical interactives, 67 artifacts, and 8 large photo environments. 
·  The advisory committee and content experts for Lost Egypt include renowned Egyptologists Dr. Salima Ikram, Dr. Mark Lehner, Dr. Janice Kamrin, Dr. Ana Tavares, Dr. Sarah Parcak, Dr. Tosha Dupras, and Dr. Jonathan Elias, among others. 

· Lost Egypt will travel among the member museums of the Science Museum Exhibit Collaborative. It will be available for bookings at museums throughout North America throughout the tour.
